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If it’s good news, why not share it with others? 
“I am so blessed because the people God has 

entrusted to me to minister to are influential, 
foundational people. In fact, two of them are pastors 
now,” said Melanie*, a Navigator who has been in a 
rice bowl country in Asia for 11 years.

She has also been reaching out to Aichen*, a 
successful businesswoman in her workplace, for about 
six years. “I started by helping her with English lessons. 
After years of relating to her, I had the opportunity to 
lead her to Christ.”

Now Melanie does English lessons and Bible study 
with Aichen, who has grown to love the Scripture. 
Aichen later led her two good friends from Hong Kong 
and US and also her workers to Christ. 

When Melanie cautioned her to be careful about 
being so open in sharing to her staff at work about her 
faith, Aichen said, “If it’s good news, why not share 
it with others?” v

We are happy for where she is now…
“In a village that we visited, the death of a woman 

who had leukemia brought people to Christ,” said 
Gracie*, a Navigator who works in one of the 
international schools in East Asia.

“After receiving Christ at the hospital, the young 
woman led her family to the Lord. She also shared 
the good news of God’s love to other patients in the 
hospital and called her friends on the phone and 
led them to Christ.” She died on the day she was 
baptised.

“When she wasn’t healed and died, we were 
worried that her family who are young believers would 
lose faith. But they said, “We are happy because we 
know where she is now. She doesn’t have to suffer 
anymore.”

Though a believer for only a brief span of life, her 
faith nonetheless brought many others to Christ. v
